COUNT 1
(Conspiracy)

Background
1. At all times relevant to this Indictment, unless
otherwise noted:

The Defendant and Others

a. Defendant LEROY BROWN, a resident of Montclair,
New Jersey, was employed as a Financial Manager at the Salvation
Army’s offices at 45 Central Avenue in Newark, New Jersey.

b. The Salvation Army was a nationwide charitable
organization that provided, among other things, programs to meet
the basic needs of daily life for those without the resources to
do so themselves. As part of such social service programs, the
Salvation Army provided low-income persons with food, shelter,

clothing and financial assistance to pay for utilities and rent.
